The word some or any are often omitted in English, the articles du and de la must be used in French. P. 196

 definite articles are used in French to introduce nouns used in a general sense:  p. 196
J’aime la musique             I like music (in general)

Nous aimons les sports      We like sports (in general)

Note:after verbs of like (aimer, adorer) and dislike (detester) use the definite articles, all other verbs are followed by a partitive

J’aime le fromage    I like cheese  (in general).  Je voudrais du fromage.  I would like some cheese.  Page 196

Note:  Elle achete un gateau.  She buys a cake.

            Elle mange du gateau.  She eats (some) cake.

J’ai des copines qui habitent a Paris

Elles habitant a Paris

Que (whom, that, which) may refer to people or things.  It is the direct object of the verb that follows it.


J’ai des voisins.

J’ai des voisins que j’invite souvent.

Je les invite souvent.
